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1. SCOPE

1.1 Identification.

The User-Based Army National Guard System (U‑BANGS) is a hazardous waste disposal tracking system developed for the Army National Guard (ARNG).  

1.2 System Overview.

U‑BANGS helps Generators communicate electronically with the Defense Reutilization Marketing Office (DRMO) and provides an effective method to keep track of the hazardous accumulations of the post.  It allows base personnel to create and print a DD Form 1348-1A (Disposal Turn-In Document (DTID)) and Hazardous Waste Profile Sheet (HWPS).  U‑BANGS allows ad-hoc reporting via the system’s local database and offers several pre-formatted reports and forms that satisfy certain local, state, and federal reporting requirements.  U‑BANGS also provides an interface to the Generator Communications portion of the Single Hazardous Input Program (SHIP) application.

1.3 Document Overview.

The U‑BANGS Multiple-User Configuration Quick Reference Guide was written with the assumption that you have a basic understanding of Microsoft Windows and Windows terminology. This document covers the installation into a Windows 95 or Windows NT computer.

Within each state, one U‑BANGS site is specified as the headquarters with all other sites specified as satellites of headquarters.  

Within any site, several computers can share the database through the local area network.  The computer that contains the database is the Server, and the other computers are the Clients.

2. U‑BANGS Software Installation

This section encompasses all installations – new installs as well as upgrades.
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Before beginning the install process, shut down all applications.

Make sure your data directories are backed up before installation!  In particular, ensure                  that your U-BANGS data is backed up elsewhere!

2. Place the installation CD in the CD ROM drive.

3. From the Start menu, select Run…
4. Enter “D:\Setup.exe” into the Open: field, where D: is the drive associated with the CD ROM drive.

5. The U-BANGS graphic will appear and the install shield percentile dialog box will begin.

6. A welcome screen will appear.  Click the Next button.

7. The “Choose Destination Location” Dialog Box will appear.  The C:\U‑BANGS directory is the standard installation directory. If this is acceptable, click the Next > button.  However, if appropriate, change the drive or folder by using the Browse button.

8. The U-BANGS Installation Options dialog box will appear. This box is pictured below.

The Client setup only contains the Paradox application programs and the U‑BANGS programs.  Use this setup for standard or server installations with limited hard disk space available. 

The Server setup includes the Paradox application programs, the U‑BANGS programs, the Training database, and the U‑BANGS documentation.
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The Custom setup permits the user to specify the components (Paradox Application files, Training Files, Documentation, and/or U‑BANGS files) to install.

9. After selecting the appropriate Setup type, (and components if a Custom setup), click on the button labeled [Next >].
10. The software will automatically install, and create the icons.

11. The “Setup Complete” dialog box will appear.  Click on the [Finish] button.

12. For client setups, please see section X for instruction on directing the shortcut icons to        the database.  For server setup, please see section X for further instructions.
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3. U‑BANGS Satellite Configuration 

1. Conduct a Client software installation, as described in Section 2.

2. Copy all tables containing default information from the Headquarters workstation to the Satellite workstation.  The files containing the default information appear below.

4. U‑BANGS Server Configuration

Configuring a U‑BANGS server involves preparing the hard disk and configuring the Paradox record locking utility.

4.1 Server Hard Disk Preparation.

Before you begin, you will want to specify a single drive letter for U‑BANGS for all the server machines.  As default, consider assigning U‑BANGS the U: drive, which is used in this document’s examples.

Conduct a Server software installation, as described in Section 2.

Configure the server’s drive (C:) containing U‑BANGS as a shared drive, as described below.

4.1.1 Windows 95 File Sharing Instructions.

1. Open the [My Computer] icon on the desktop. 

2. Right-click on the C: drive and select “Sharing” from the list.

3. Select the “Shared As:” option.  Enter U‑BANGS into the “Shared Name” field and U‑BANGS Server into the “Comment” field.  Select “Full” as the “Access Type” and enter a “Full Access Password.”  Click [Apply] and [OK] to save your changes.

4.1.2 Windows NT File Sharing Instructions.

The administrator may need to perform this action, due to restricted user privileges.

1. Open the My Computer icon on the desktop. 

2. Open the drive that contains the U‑BANGS directory (usually the C: drive).

3. Right-click on the U‑BANGS directory and select Properties from the menu.  The Properties dialog box will open.

4. Select the Security tab with the Properties dialog box and click the [Permissions] button. Provide “Full Access” to the administrator’s group and each individual who will need access to U‑BANGS (including the person who uses that workstation).  Click [Apply] and [OK] to save your changes.

5. For the Paradox record-locking utilities to function correctly, you must “Mount” the U‑BANGS directory as described in steps 3 through 5 of Section 5.1 of this document.

4.2 Server Paradox Record Locking Configuration.

1. Start the Borland Database Engine (BDE) Configuration Utility 
("C:\Program Files\Borland\Common Files\BDE\BDECFG32.EXE").  

2. Configure the “NET DIR” parameter of the Paradox driver to point to the U‑BANGS database directory (C:\U‑BANGS for Windows 95 or U:\ for Windows NT).  Also, ensure the level field is set to 7.

3.  Select the “System” tab on the bottom of the screen, and set “Local Share” to “TRUE”.

4. After entering this information, select File, Save and File, Close from the menu to close the BDE dialog box.

5. U‑BANGS Client Configuration

Configuring a U‑BANGS server involves preparing the hard disk, configuring the Paradox record locking utility and configuring the shortcuts.

5.1 Client Hard Disk Preparation.

1. Conduct a Client software installation, as described in Section 2 of this document.

2. Map the shared server drive as logical drive.  Open the Network Neighborhood icon and select the U‑BANGS Server PC from the Network Neighborhood listing.

3. Right click on the U‑BANGS folder from the list of sharable folders and select Map Network Drive from the pop-up menu.

4. In the Map Network Drive dialog box, assign the U‑BANGS drive letter (U:) and ensure the “Reconnect at logon” option is checked.  Then click the [OK] button.

5. Under Windows 95, the “Enter Network Password” dialog box will appear.  Enter the U‑BANGS Server’s password in this dialog box.  Ensure that the “Save this password in your password list” option is checked and click the [OK] button to complete this task.

5.2 Client Paradox Record Locking Configuration.

1. Start the BDE Configuration Utility 
("C:\Program Files\Borland\Common Files\BDE\BDECFG32.EXE").  

2. Configure the NET DIR parameter of the Paradox driver to point to the U‑BANGS database directory (U:\U‑BANGS for Windows 95 or simply U:\ under Windows NT).  Also, ensure the level field is set to 7.

Step 3.  Select the System tab on the bottom of the screen, and set Local Share to TRUE.

Step 4.  After entering this information, select File, Save and File, Close from the menu to close the BDE dialog box.

5.3 Configure the Client Short Cut.

The U‑BANGS client icons need to point to the correct location.  Locate the shortcut.  Then modify its properties.  Change the “Target” field to point to the working directory. The –W option changes the working directory on startup.  Ensure the working directory points to the correct drive and path (U:\U‑BANGS for Windows 95 or U:\ for Windows NT).  Also, ensure a space separates the path from the “UDCN1000.fdl” entry. Change the “Start in” field to also point to the correct working directory.

Repeat this process for the LDR, Table Utility and Problem Reporting icons, or simply delete those additional icons.

To Remove Old Icon from the Start Menu:

1. From the Start Menu, select Find, Files or Folders.

2. Type “U-BANGS” into the Find:  All Files dialog box.  Make sure the C: drive is selected.  Click the Find Now button.
